My 15 year old 
granddaughter who has fought her whole life through 
pain, many surgeries and  has suffered greatly, yet 
she has never given up, always has a smile and never 
complains.  She has great faith in God and  fantastic 
determination.  This reminded me of my exercise 
goals, that I will be able to walk to her and her 
younger sisters college graduation.  They are going 
to make it and so am I. 
     Now how about you? You may have had more seri-
ous or life threatening surgery or disease then I have 
had, but lets all find a way this summer to have our 
best health possible.  We can do this  by meeting the 
mental and physical challenges that stand in our way. 
We can set a very personal goal and exercise to our 
own capabilities.  It may take a different mind set to 
change  what you feel or keep on the right path but it 
can be done when  life goals are made and worked 
at.  This is the challenge to adversity so lets do as 

Nike says, "Just Do It" and remember,  BEING 
HEALTHY IS A REVOLUTIONARY ACT!  See you in 
the fall.

If you are a Bay Forest 
homeowner and do not yet have a website account, we encourage you to create one if you 
would like to be in the directory and/or view it on-line. Sign-up is easy and only takes a few 
minutes. Just go to the website (www.bayforestnaples.com) and use the ñLog in or registerò 
link in the Members Only menu or the ñCreate your account HERE nowò link on the main 
home page. When you register you will be able to indicate whether or not you would like to be 
included in the directory. After your registration is verified you will be able to log in and view all 
of the ñMembers Onlyò content on the site ï including the new directory. 

 
If you are already a registered user, we encourage you to Log in to the website with your 
account and use the ñUpdate Member Profileò link in the Members Only menu to view 
and edit your current information. On whether or not you want to appear in the on-line 
directory and if you want to receive periodic ñEmail Blastsò. You can change any of this 
information at any time and your changes will take effect immediately. If you were in the 
previous on-line directory, we attempted to transfer that information for you into the new 
directory but we ask you to view your profile on the website to see if it is correct and up 
to date. Enter or Change any information as needed.
